The entry fee for all competitors (regardless of age or how many sections entered) is payable on the night
as door entry (in cash).

Entries close 31st of July 2026. Entry forms can be downloaded from www.drifters.org.nz and must be
emailed to secretary@drifters.org.nz

All entrants must be financial members of an affiliated club. All Drifters entrants must have been active
financial members of the Drifters Rock’n’Roll Club Inc for at least two months prior to the date of the Drifters
Allcomers competition. The committee reserves the right of entry into the competition.

The club reserves the right to combine or cancel any section if the number of entries falls below the
minimum required to fill a category OR The club reserves the right to combine or cancel any section if the
number of entries makes the section non-viable.

National Dress Code applies to all sections as per section 2 of the NZARRA Rule book A. This includes
restrictions relating to shoes with heels.

Shoes with heels should have heels no higher than 20mm measured at the instep and for female's shoes, the heel to
be no higher than 26mm measured at the back of the shoe. The heel prints must have a minimum measurement of
40mm x 40mm. This restriction also applies to the Best Dressed Female parade.

Best Dressed sections will be judged as per Nationals Best Dressed Parades. There will be Best Dressed
Male, Female and Couple. These sections are open and not limited to competitors.

In the Restricted section the definition of an illegal move is one where one person in the couple takes the
weight of the other person while that person is not in contact with the floor.

In the Unders and Overs section the Senior (18 and over) and Junior (17 and under) dancing together
must have an age difference of 5 years.

The Novice consists of a couple who has never competed at a club championship, allcomers or at
a National competition. Novice will be run first to allow competitors to compete in other sections.

Experienced / Inexperienced couple consists of one competitor who has competed in either a club
championship or a National competition (experienced) and a novice dancer who has never competed at a
club championship or a National competition (inexperienced).

Definitions:
a. A couple is defined as 1 male and 1 female dancer, with the exception being Novice who can be
Same Sex.

b. A Same Sex couple is defined as 2 male or 2 female dancers.
c. ATriple Team is defined as three dancers.
